[The Kap’kehtii or Mushroom Kittehs as they are affectionately known, are cute, sentient mushroom looking felines. Their heads are covered by a type of mushroom cap and tail usually looks like some kind of fuzzy weed.]

History:
Legend has it that Mushroom Kittehs have helped many a child navigate back to the safety of the city after being dared to enter the forests. They are kind and helpful creatures with no real fighting ability. Their best defense is blending with their environment and attempting to hide. Mushroom Kittehs are so gentle that small children may run up to them and hug them without any risk of harm or danger. 

Family is very important to Mushroom Kittehs. They live in small communities and specialize in natural medicine making. They generally are very accepting of others, wanting to learn of their culture and medicine knowledge and readily welcome others to join their little clans without a second thought. Mushroom Kittehs will welcome runaways and orphans regardless to where they come from or why. They live in relative peace with the other species’ and mind their own business.
  They have a reputation for being something of a strange kind of doctor or scientist. 

Appearance and Personality:
As its name suggests, a Mushroom Kitteh has an uncanny resemblance to a mushroom. They have a mushroom like cap that covers much of their face. Although it is presumed they have eyes, they are not always visible. Atop the cap are ears, alternatively their ears may also sprout from the underside of the cap. The underside has filtration and breathing gills. Their bodies are soft, and easily cut, often plainly colored like the stalk of a mushroom; others may have bright colors upon their backs. Their tails have been described as looking like some form of wheat stalk, thin and elongated with a fluffy tip. 

  Mushroom Kittehs are known for being very mellow, friendly and affectionate. They’ll befriend almost anyone and although some can be shy, most will walk up to a perfect stranger. Anyone who seems friendly to these strange little creatures they will help as much as they can. They never seem to be in a hurry, but do tend to be curious of all passersbys. 

Habitat:
Mushroom Kittehs originated in the forest, taking shelter in mulchy coves and hiding beneath the complex root systems of towering tree giants. Now they can be found even more widespread within the city, bordering towns, forests, you name it. The majority of their population still resides in the forest where they have made incredibly high tech cities on the forest floor and within the viney trees. Even so, these homes of theirs still have a synthetically ‘organic’ feel and look to them.


Intelligence and Emotional Capacity: 
Comparable to human. They have a full range of emotional capacity. 

Health:
  Mushroom kittehs have a very fragile existence. They are very susceptible to cold and must be careful not to expose themselves to frigid temperatures. Failure to properly prepare could lead to death or frostbite. Their bodies are also soft and fragile, easily damaged. Fortunately they heal incredibly fast and possess the ability to regrow limbs. 

Lifecycle Terms:

Spore: A baby Mushroom Kitteh (Calling them kittens or sprouts is also acceptable) 

Germ: An adolescent Mushroom Kitteh

Bacterium: An adult Mushroom Kitteh


Extra:
Some species and specific individuals have a sensitivity to chemicals on the Mushroom Kitteh’s body. These may be irritating to the skin or eyes causing itchiness and rash on occasion. Other reported complications have been mild allergic reaction and hives. 

  A Mushroom Kitteh can be a very loyal companion. If it considers you to be part of its family, it will follow you wherever you go.
