 Species Name: Byvrikk 
(Bye-v-rick)
Home Planet: Qahrburu

Physical Properties: 
  Byvrikk look to have a jellyfish-like head, with the top being a hat and the stinging tendrils stringing all around the Byvrikk’s face and back of head. Their eyes may vary in appearance greatly. Sometimes they are easily seen, other times, not so much. 

  The rest of their body is fairly non-descript, having an averagely humanoid shape. When not wearing clothing however, their bodies are semi translucent. You can see some of their vital organs at times. Many find it to be disturbing, so they usually have the decency to keep their clothing on. Many of them are bioluminescent as well.
 Their head and tentacle appearance variations are almost as numerous as there are jellyfish species on Earth, thus classifying them as certain types is difficult. They have a few long, flat although pleated tentacles that usually extend anywhere from the base of their neck or back on down to their toeless feet as well as a central one that makes up their tail. This one is surrounded then by several tiny, long tentacles that look like strands of thread or wire. Not surprisingly, the Byvrikk are soft and jelly like to the touch. They are quite slippery. 

Clothing:
 Their clothing varies but often it has a resemblance to a futuristic wetsuit. 

Psychology:
  Byvrikk spend most of their time in the water. Originally being from the same home world as the Qahrburboxis, their population is now much smaller due to the travel that was involved. They cannot stray far from water for very long and so attempting to transport themselves elsewhere was problematic. 
  They are said to be incredibly laid back creatures—almost lazy and slow to an extent. They are roamers who rarely seem to have any real objectives in life other than to exist and swim about. Some have been noted to be somewhat mischievous at times, giving a light sting to those in the water with no good reason. 

Relationship with Other Species:
  Unknown, there has not been enough documented evidence of their relation to others to form an accurate opinion. Some of them who moved to Qwuedanjj have been rumored to assist the Qwuedezoa though. 
  The Qwuedeviv are awful curious of these creatures on Qwuh-9 too, especially Qwuedeviv kittens. Many a kitten has wandered too close to the water and been stung by these laid-back trouble makers. 

Other:
  One can grow accustomed to the low grade shock/stings Byvrikk constantly give off, but if not used to, they can be quite painful and cause rashes. Other aquatic species tend to be more immune towards them than land dwelling species.
  The Qwuedeviv officers have actually enlisted the help of a couple Byvrikk to help teach the kittens not to stick their muzzles anywhere they can fit them. Since Byvrikk stings are not deadly in any way, this has actually proven to be quite a useful tool for the officers, and a reminder for the kittens.
