(Tool-Ann-too)
Home Planet: Tuul

Physical Properties: 
 The Tuulaantuu look like humanoid, furry ants. They have two antennae on their heads with vibration detection rings that loop around them. These help the Tuulaantuu sense vibrations when underground so as not to get caught in tunnel collapses.

 Their eyes are large, angled ovals, solid in color and quite shiny. Their mouths are jagged. Their most common fur colors are black, a deep red, or orange, but they may be found in other colors as well.

 A thick tuft of fur surrounds the Tuulaantuu’s neck. A tuft also grows from the back of the lower portion of their legs, just a bit below knee level. Two, large, black toe-claws are found on either foot.

 Tuulaantuu have only three fingers per hand, but have a total of four arms. These often have a couple large spikes growing from the back. The Tuulaantuu’s body is segmented, one section looking like an enormous, fat tail, this section actually houses a good portion of a Tuulaantuu’s organs though. Tuulaantuu are incredibly strong.

Clothing:
Tuulaantuu wear fairly plain, semi tight fitting clothing of industrial strength. The colors are usually diluted and dull with geometric patterns upon them. They also tend to wrap their arms and legs with basic wrap.

Psychology:
 Tuulaantuu are another hive mind creature of Tuul—the others being the Tuulimede and the Skuurakk respectively. Tuulaantuu are amazing workers not at all against giving any project all their strength and effort. They are very social creatures and enjoy a multitude of company.

 Tuulaantuu can be found all throughout the galaxy, busily working away at various large scale projects. They are often hired as entire colonies to construct massive, elaborate structures. Tuulaantuu are very creative and very productive. The ability for them to share thoughts without needing to exchange such verbally also allows them to work side by side seamlessly. 

Relationship with Other Species:
 The Tuulaantuu generally get along with other species fine, those they don’t get along with are more on an individual basis rather than a whole species basis. Their relationship with the Qwuedeviv however is not good, as the Qwuedeviv did attack their civilization and utterly destroyed a good portion of years and years of their labor in structures. 

 The Tuulaantuu are good friends of the Tuulimede and can often be found in each other’s cities. Although the Tuulaantuu are classified as Surface Dwellers, a lot of them tunnel just like the Tuulimede. The Tuulaantuu and Tuulimede alike are responsible for constructing the amazing labyrinth of underground tunnels that Tuul is known for. 

Other:
Tuulaantuu rarely, if ever speak to each other verbally, but they have learned to do so around others so that they are not left out of the conversation.
