[b][u]About Languages [/u][/b]
They have an exclusive language of their own but they don’t usually rely on it too much; only if they intentionally want to aggravate the species around them by refusing to use their universal language. 


[b][u]Physiology:[/u][/b]
[b]Height Range:[/b]  5’0’’ – 6’6’’
  Qwuedezoa are a very tense alien species. They always seem to be on guard and come across as rather cold and snobby to other species. The Qwuedezoa live in caverns surrounded be a type of tree very similar to the mangroves of earth. This works partially as a defense for them against predators and is also just their preferred home choice. They as well were one of the species used in developing the Qwuedeviv hybrid species. Unlike the Qwueshaaldiv however, the Qwuedezoa are not very friendly toward Qwuedeviv.

[b]Detailed View: [/b]
  Qwuedezoa are very aquatic in nature. Their skin is smooth and always feels wet to the touch. They have four, thick ‘whiskers’ on their face, and thick, rounded, somewhat cat like ears with a little skin crest at each tip. Tentillum may be found sprouting from their backs and a lure is usually found atop their head. Alternatively they may just have a fin ridge along their head. 

  A set of secondary fins are also found extending directly from the base of the ears behind the head. Additional spiny fin ridges may be found anywhere along the back, legs, or arms. Tails usually have a very fine, semi translucent fin as well. 

  Tails are thicker at the base, thinning the further they go along and then widen at the tip. The tail tip is always round and thicker with no fins.  Their tails often have what is referred to as a ‘comb’ that is composed of several orange slice shaped appendages with hundreds of little squishy, soft, feeler legs on the undersides. They are collectively referred to as a tail comb. This comb may also extend all the way up the back. 

  Four small lures known as tentillia fill the spot a tongue would normally be. These are used for ‘tasting’ the air and water for scents. 

  Qwuedezoa are known for their exotic skin patterns. They are usually very fish-like in composition and are rarely evenly arranged.


  Qwuedezoa are slightly squishy feeling if one were to grab one tightly.


[b]Senses:[/b] (As comparable to a Human)

Sight:  Excellent; good night vision as well

Hearing:   Above Average—particularly underwater where they can ‘hear’ vibrations. 

Touch: Average, nothing noteworthy

Taste:   Below Average—They tend to gulp their food anyway.

Smell:   Average, nothing noteworthy



[b]Diet:[/b] The Qwuedezoa eat a variety of things ranging from crustaceans to plants. They aren’t particularly picky about what they eat though. If it’s edible and can fit in their mouth, it works. It is the one aspect of life they are willing to make easy.


[b][u]Qwuedezoa Varieties:[/u][/b]
N/A Their colors may vary but it has not been deemed enough to classify them by. 


[b][u]Natural Defenses:[/u][/b]
Swiftness. The Qwuedezoa are very swift creatures. If they manage to get in the water your chances of being able to catch one are next to none. These aliens are right at home in the murky depths and can navigate without the need of visuals with a type of sonar. 

Glow. It isn’t really a protection feature so much as it is a warning to other species. Glowing eyes and glowing markings indicate the Qwuedezoa is not happy and the cause best think twice before messing with it.


Poison Secretions. The Qwuedezoa’s skin can secrete poison. It is only harmful if ingested but has been known to cause irritation and rashes as well. 


[b][u]Species Abilities:  [/u][/b]
Although they have no ‘special’ abilities, they do use their glowing lures as a distraction in darkness.  Many know how to use them in a hypnotic fashion as well.



[b]Qwuedezoa ‘weakpoints’ [/b]
The Qwuedezoa are not a particularly sturdy species. Their skin is thin and easily pierced and fins are easily torn. A captured Qwuedezoa thus does not really have any ‘strong’ points. They can bite and flail but that’s about it. Their skin also secretes poison but that is only harmful if ingested. 

Qwuedezoa are not nearly as quick on land. This could be considered a weakness as well.


[b][u]Psychology:  [/u][/b]
[b]Community:[/b]  Qwuedezoa like to keep to themselves in their own cities that are inaccessible to most species. No other species are welcome in these locations aside from rare occasions they are approved by the assembly.

[b]Government:[/b] Qwuedezoa partake of the mixed species council on their planet—although not very happily. They are known for their particular argumentive attitudes towards problems that would not even affect them personally.

  The leader of the Qwuedezoa is referred to as the Master of Science; informally it is referred to as doctor. Beneath the Master of Science is The Assembly of Science (TAoS). TAoS is a collective group of the species’ best scientists divided roughly 50/50 in their scientific beliefs and studies. They make decisions for their species and also represent the species at the Council of Qwuedaanjj or simply, Qwuedaanjj Council (QC). They have a democracy-esque type of government. 

[b]Culture:[/b]   
  Qwuedezoa are a rather solitary species. They do not like the company of the others on their home planet and will generally keep to themselves. Perhaps this is where the Qwuedeviv’s similar mindset derived from. They do have representatives in the council and they will work with other species, but many are not happy about it. 
 

  Worth noting, their home is not at all primitive—only from a surface glance. They make their homes in underwater caverns which are difficult to access for other species. The entrances are deep below the surface and lead to an amazingly beautiful labyrinth of tunnels. The water is blue to blue green and murky at varying places. Light filters in through cracks and openings of varying sorts. Some of these caverns are filled with vibrantly colored plant life. Overall it is considered to be a truly beautiful place. 

  Other portions of their caverns are not fully underwater and may have less than a few inches of space between the water and ceiling whilst others are traversable. There is much stalactite and stalagmite all throughout the caverns with all sorts of amazing formations to look at. The Qwuedezoa love the cool environment and solitude it generally offers from the rest of the species. 

  Of course these caverns now have all sorts of various lighting that the Qwuedezoa have installed in an array of colors. Entering the home of the Qwuedezoa is said to be like stepping into a different world. 

  Also worth noting, some portions of water that are land bound (permanently blockaded in) are incredibly brownish and murky, retaining an almost toxic looking appearance. 

  The Qwuedezoa deal heavily with scientific studies and this is evident in the appearance and extravagance of their home living arrangements and equipment.  Qwuedezoa also spend a large portion of their lives debating various theories with no final resolve. As such they are known for their intelligence but this intelligence is rarely put into any good use. The Qwuedezoa are considered cold and insensitive in their decision making as they follow scientific calculations and usually refuse to be moved into making a decision based off of an emotion. 


[b]Etiquette and Mannerisms: [/b]Most Qwuedezoa think it is barbaric to communicate with body language such as lashing tails or pinned down ears. Such behavior is reserved for uncivilized fighting and arguments. Many still incorporate these gestures when not trying to appear so proper and extravagant. 

[b]Clothing:[/b] Snug fitting, but not waterproof. Their clothing allows the water through still. At least that is what they customarily wear when they insist on being in the water. Outside of water they can wear most anything but prefer things that are either elegant or stand out in some flashy ‘important’ way. 


[b]Names: [/b] Their naming style is quite different than the others. Qwuedezoa believe themselves to be very important and their ability to speak using very complex word structures has led the species to adopt a ridiculously horrid method of naming. Qwuedezoa have very long, hard to pronounce names.  They will then address themselves by a short part of the name. 

Examples; Reusysarus “Re”; Cionolihstoduu “Ci”; Dithamaseus “Dithem” etc. 

[b]Relationship With Other Species:[/b]
Not so fantastic. They can get along if they need to, but they find other species to be kind of stupid and inferior. They’d rather sit around and debate what they think the other species should be doing to better run their society. 



[b]Random Facts: [/b]
Qwuedezoa are capable of making high pitched sounds that only their species is able to hear.
The more Aquatic Qwuedeviv get many of their appearance features from the Qwuedezoa. 

Qwuedezoa have four stringy tongues with glowing flesh bulges at the tips. They use these to ‘taste’ the air and water. It is actually their method of detecting scents. 

Qwuedezoa eyes glow when angered. Their markings as well may glow.

Qwuedezoa are incapable of just eating on land as they customarily swim while eating. Most Qwuedezoa cannot get over this fact and will insist on at least being in water when they eat. This can obviously be a bit problematic for planetary travels.

Qwuedezoa are very intelligent. 

The Qwuedezoa’s body is capable of processing highly toxic substances, meaning they can eat nearly anything and by okay with it. That is, things like moldy or rotten food. This tends to gross out other species’ much to the Qwuedezoa’s surprise. 

Sometimes the Qwuedezoa are on the meal menu of the Qwueshaaldiv. 

The Qwuedeviv dual toned screech is essentially a lower keyed replica of the sound only Qwuedezoa can hear. 

Qwuedezoa store nutrients in their tails.

Qwuedezoa are known for being primarily scientists of various things.

Despite where they live, the Qwuedezoa are a very clean species and have a tendency towards being obsessive over cleanliness.
