Common Species: Qwuedeviv, Qwujakuhls, Qahrburboxis


General Information: Qwujakuhls are the ruling species of Qwuh-9. Although they are not the most numerous on the planet they are the natural top predator. They are large, powerful creatures, with swift legs and powerful jaws. They are also very skillful climbers.  Qwujakuhls are incredibly perceptive of their surroundings. 


Physiology:
Physical Traits: Qwujakuhls have a remotely canine appearance. Most have quill-like spikes resembling that of the porcupine or hedgehog as well. Spiderlike properties are also common amongst the species, but like Qwuedeviv, their individual appearance can greatly vary. They are amazingly speedy climbers and have impressive strength.
  Giant spider legs sprout from their backs—often double the Qwujakuhl’s entire body length once fully matured. The quills they possess are most often lining the back of the head, neck and upper back while the rest of their fur remains fairly soft save for a few hidden quills here or there. Qwujakuhls have somewhat narrow, bony, pointed, long fingers. Their feet however are quite rounded. Their tails are usually poofy and luxurious. Pointed ears are the most common for the species, however sometimes a Qwujakuhl may have folded or floppy ears.
  Qwujakuhls have three tongues—two on the sides and one where a normal tongue would be visible. These tongues are long and narrow—they can retract back into the Qwujakuhl’s throat where there is ample space reserved for that very purpose. A Qwujakuhl has very precise control over its tongues—they are most frequently used to aid in eating or further investigation of things whilst sniffing at them.

  Qwujakuhls are the only species on Qwuh-9 who possess noses. The Qwuedeviv actually find the Qwujakuhls noses to be oddly disturbing. They consider it a deformity. However, noses are quite normal for a Qwujakuhl. Qwujakuhls have longer, narrower muzzles than Qwuedeviv, giving them a shape similar to a wolf. 

  Qwujakuhls always wear some form of protection over their eyes—at least during the day. This is because their eyes are adapted for nocturnal use and light causes pain and blindness. Most Qwujakuhls have several small, oval eyes stacked upon their face surrounding a pivotal set of primary eyes. Their flexibility cannot rival that of the small Qwuedeviv, but their thick bones prevent them from being susceptible to breakage. 
  A Qwujakuhl is more likely to suffer from emotional trauma than physical. They are a very hardy species that requires very little care to maintain good physical health. However, if secluded away from all other life, a Qwujakuhl will quickly grow ill and often die. 
  Much like the Qwuedeviv, Qwujakuhls’ fur can vary in color, thickness etc. depending on where they live. They do not morph with their environments like the Qwuedeviv do, but rather all retain relatively similar properties. 

  Qwujakuhls thrive in the cold, but find cool weather more pleasing. They are most active during night—younger Qwujakuhl pups are notorious for getting into the most trouble at this time. 

  Although dispositions greatly vary amongst their species, Qwujakuhls as a whole are considered to be friendly, playful things. They are also very intelligent and can learn to do all sorts of new things given time. They have incredibly strong loyalty to whatever they hold as their family and will become fiercely protective of one another if an outsider to their little pack attacks one—this can be either verbal or physical.

Diet: Qwujakuhls are carnivorous, but not barbarians. They enjoy all the latest cuisine. Their favorites include dishes with large portions of meat in them, but some enjoy pastas too. Veggies and fruits are not particularly popular main courses. 


Psychology: 

Family:
  Most pups are raised by their parents and remain there into adulthood. Additional mates and such join the household and homes are expanded as the space is needed. For some of those in more congested locations, several nearby apartments are purchased to keep the family close.  This is actually part of their culture—Qwujakuhls do not stray far from their family.

The leaders of the home are generally the oldest, although in some cases the strongest may challenge for authority. Most Qwujakuhls like their set up though and feel no need to question it.
  They find the Qwuedeviv incredibly odd for their disregard of the importance of family and almost seem to be afraid of their practice. 

Community:  The Qwujakuhls live in communities where they are the primary species, with Qahrburboxis mingled in as a secondary population. Most Qwuedeviv and Qwujakuhls are not particularly friendly towards one another as the Qwuedeviv feel they are robbed of their rights and the Qwujakuhls think the Qwuedeviv are all a bunch of ungrateful, mangy cats. 
  Qwujakuhl communities vary in size just like the cities and towns of Earth do and there are just as numerous things to do in said communities. They are never lacking for entertainment, especially with all the latest inventions the Qahrburboxis churn out.

  Crime rates are low, with most crimes being committed by teenage to young adult Qwuhjakuhls during their night energy bursts. This usually includes destruction of property, trespassing and the occasional fight that gets out of hand.

  Although they do not like most Qwuedeviv, occasionally some have moved into their cities—these Qwuedeviv are perfectly accepted as long as they are likewise accepting of the Qwujakuhls and their families. In fact, if Qwuedeviv weren’t so darn moody and temperamental, the Qwujakuhls would love to play with the kitties and snuggle them. 

Government:  The Qwujakuhls are the official leading species on Qwuh-9, but their Board of Governance consists of a few Qahrburboxis representatives as well as the top generals of the Qwuedeviv military. Although the Qwujakuhls have the ability to enforce their way, they really don’t have the desire to bully the others as it would prove nothing and do little to aid their coexistence; so they do their best to accommodate the other species’ concerns within reason. Qwuedeviv still believe they are treated unfairly for some reason and are in a constant battle with Qwujakuhl leadership. None of the kitties particularly want to follow through with their challenge to the Qwujakuhls though thanks to the others size and strength.

  The Qwujakuhls have their own military as well. Its structure is rigorous and the Qwujakuhls who are enlisted are very solemn and respectful on average. Granted they do have a howling good time occasionally when the commanders are not present, but they still generally respect the rules in place. Qwujakuhls in their military are like a pack of their own and work incredibly well with each other, save for the occasional trouble maker. Qwujakuhls usually find a job in the military to be both fun and rewarding—they love a good competition and friendly sparring with each other.

Culture: 
  Qwujakuhls have never had a particularly amazing story. They are known for keeping to themselves for the most part. They have never had a reason to invade other planets as their’s was capable of sustaining them quite well. They have a pretty sound government structure that has been able to keep them all supported just fine with the assistance of and trade with other species. They rule over the Qwuedeviv and Qahrburboxis, having welcomed the Qahrburboxis to join Qwuh-9 when their planet became unlivable. The Qwuedeviv are not as willingly a part of their empire. Really it’s quite beneficial for the Qwuedeviv population despite their hatred of it, especially since their own leadership lacks some in the way of good leading. 
Business: Qwujakuhls have pretty normal business practices. They can be anything and everything with a lot of promotion and emphasis towards allowing each individual to choose what fits them best. Of course, their income is not guaranteed, but they are welcome to try whatever it is they want. Qwujakuhls try to employ a free system to the best of their ability.


Clothing: Qwujakuhls have a great emphasis on individuality and thus their outfits vary accordingly. A lot of them like long, flowing, elegant attire, but they also dress according to the work they will be performing. 


Names: 
  Qwujakuhls are given names that they see as elegant or beautiful. The definition of which widely varies. 

Relationship With Other Species:
  Qwujakuhls are fairly open minded towards other species. They have quite a bit of practice with it as they have the Qahrburboxis and Qwuedeviv living with them. They are not a species to let themselves be taken advantage of, but they also won’t go looking for a fight just because they can. In that regard, their appearance and strength has a tendency to keep others at a distance.



Other

Fun Facts: 
In the history of the species, the Qwujakuhls once preyed upon the Qwuedeviv. Qwuedeviv tell this story to kittens in order to keep them away from the Qwujakuhls while most Qwujakuhl pups don’t learn the story until adulthood—this is mostly to keep them from bragging or provoking the Qwuedeviv. Now days there is strict ruling within all of Qwuh that the Qwuedeviv are not to be hunted like some kind of meal—likewise the Qahrburboxis have the same protection. 
  Some Qwujakuhls participate in night hunts for sport. They also hold many other types of competitions and events at night.
Unlike the other two species on Qwuh, the Qwujakuhls do have individual genders and a difference in appearance between the two.  

Most Qwujakuhls can easily overpower a Qwuedeviv.

Most Qwuedeviv are afraid of Qwujakuhls much the way cats and dogs react to one another. Qwujakuhls admittedly do like to chase Qwuedeviv—but not with the intentions of hurting them.

Qwujakuhls are considered overly rough and physical by the Qwuedeviv. Qwujakuhls just think their kitty companions are crazy and want to play with them anyway. The ‘spunky’ responses they receive are often considered quite fun by the Qwujakuhls.

Although Qwuedeviv weaponry could definitely hurt a Qwujakuhl, most Qwuedeviv cannot cause significant damage by their own means—this is part of why Qwuedeviv want nothing to do with Qwujakuhls—the Qwujakuhl always wins.
Whereas the Qwuedeviv like to investigate things by feeling them, Qwujakuhls prefer to investigate things by sniffing at them and running their many tongues around and over them.
